Yep. I jumped up and ran into the bushes.

The bushes! Why did you go there?

I was scared!

Are the bushes safer than your nest?

I don’t think so. It was scarier in the bushes. And the wind
started to blow. It went “o000, 000.” Then rain started to

fall.
Where was your mom?

She was by the nest, looking for me! She told me to come
back to the nest where it was safe and dry.
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So did you go?
Yep. Even though I got scared, I know I can always trust
my mom!
